Journal Assignments
Every Friday afternoon, we will have a 30 minute class discussion about a science topic currently in the news.  One student per week will be the discussion leader and will be responsible for finding legitimate science article (not Wikipedia!) that is at LEAST 3 pages long.  The leader will also need to write 5-8 questions to promote thinking.  Both the article and questions should be turned in by the leader on the Friday before the discussion so that I have time to copy it and the class has time to read it and answer the questions.  During the discussion, the leader will facilitate the class and prompt students when needed.  At the end of the discussion, all students will turn in their written responses to the questions as a homework assignment.  As young contributing citizens of society, it is incredibly important that you are aware of what’s going on in the world!  These discussions are a valuable way for you to begin forming your own personal thoughts and beliefs about science topics.
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
